Carla Woody, Founding President of Kenosis Spirit Keepers said, “We offer outstanding and at-risk young adults and U.S. native people scholarships to participate in travel programs that promote the exchange of cultural wisdom in Mexico and Peru.  Through this exchange, our goal is preserve cultural heritage and ancient traditions.  During these trips, travelers have an opportunity to make connections with the land and people in a small group setting. The journeys are life-changing for those involved.” 

“Additionally, this third concert helps build a school in a remote village high in the Andes and other community-building projects where we have had on-going relationships. Because the nearest school is three hours away over very rough terrain, the villagers have not had the chance at education, particularly one that honors their roots,” said Woody.  “Native peoples are living in difficult situations. Many factors, including extreme poverty and the most detrimental aspects of Western ways are extracting ancient traditions that have served to provide a foundational sense of connection and place. If that continues to happen, we all lose, including those who come after we are long gone.”

Eclectic and energizing music spotlighted at this concert helps reduce stress. For over 20 years, Byron Metcalf, Ph.D., has been involved in consciousness research and spiritual development, specializing in the transformative potential of alternative states of consciousness. As a drummer, percussionist and recording artist/engineer, Byron produces music for deep inner exploration, breathwork, shamanic journeywork, body-oriented therapies, various meditation practices and the healing arts. “The Shaman’s Heart w/Hemi Sync” was awarded the 2006 Visionary Award for “Best Meditation/Healing CD.” Byron is the founding director of HoloShamanic Strategies, LLC, offering spiritual and shamanic healing services and experiential educational programs.
